Learning Contentment 

 
 Contentment is not a quality that most Americans possess.  The culture we live under teaches us that we need 

more, bigger, and better stuff.  What they fail to tell you is gaining this bigger and better stuff will do nothing but make 
you want more stuff that’s even bigger and better.  The freedom from this loop is contentment.  But, contentment isn’t 
something that you just find or have, it’s something that you learn. 

 
 In Philippians 4:11 Paul declares that he has “learned” to be content in what-

ever circumstances he might be.  Learning contentment isn’t an easy process.  For 
Paul to learn contentment he had to experience poverty, hunger and need (vs. 12).  His 
missionary journeys were filled with rejection (Acts 13:50), persecution (Acts 13:50), 
slander (Acts 16:20-21) and abuse (Acts 14:19).  At times, Paul had no financial sup-
port from the church and worked as a tentmaker until he could again devote himself 
full-time to the preaching of the gospel (Acts 18:3).  None of these circumstances kept 
Paul from entering the synagogues on the Sabbath to persuade the Jews that Jesus was 
the Messiah.  Through these experiences Paul “learned” contentment. 

 
 It’s never easy to see the lessons we can learn in the midst of trials.  It’s im-

portant that we keep our eyes open and fixed on Jesus so that we can grow in the 
midst of such trials.  Lessons like contentment, patience, wisdom and humility often 
come in the face of adversity.  Let’s welcome such adversity and the lessons it brings, 
knowing that we will look more and more like Jesus if we remain faithful through 
them.

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…TO SAVE LIFE OR TO KILL? 
 
  Mark 3:1-6 recounts a time when Jesus enters a Galilean synagogue.  Some of 
the people inside are Pharisees, a sect who oppose Jesus because they think he’s a law-
breaker, that he doesn’t respect God’s scriptural commands.  There is another man in 
that synagogue who has a withered, useless hand.  This is exactly the kind of situation 
in which the Pharisees and Jesus will disagree on the implications of the scriptures. 
 They both have the same command in mind: Remember the sabbath day by 
keeping it holy…On it you shall not do any work…(Exodus 20:8ff)  And now, in the 
synagogue stands a man who needs healing and wholeness, who needs Jesus to act.  
So Jesus asks: Which is lawful on the sabbath: to do good or to do evil, to save life or 
to kill?  His point is that doing nothing about the man’s condition is as much a willful 
act as doing something about it…so which should be done?  Jesus is angered and  dis-
tressed at the Pharisees’ stubbornly unmerciful attitudes.  He chooses the former op-
tion, to do good and save life by healing the man, while they opt for doing evil, plot-
ting on the sabbath to kill Jesus. 
 Jesus’ main point here is not that we’re no longer required to observe the sab-
bath.  This story is the fourth in a series of disagreements between Jesus and the Phari-
sees.  Just before this, Jesus had concluded that “the sabbath was made for people, not 
people for the sabbath” (Mark 2:27).  What Jesus is really bothered by, then and now, 
is when people who know the scriptures interpret them in a way that keeps them from 
loving and helping others.  Jesus knew that God’s commands are meant as a blessing.  
The sabbath was to be a merciful interruption of the constant, back-breaking labor of 
slavery in Egypt.  The point of the fourth commandment is rest, not restriction.  So, in 
healing the man, Jesus is actually fulfilling God’s command properly. 
 Members of Christ’s church should beware of using scriptures as ammunition 
against others, or as justification for arrogance, apathy, or division.  Instead, our use of 
God’s word ought to bring healing, hope, and reconciliation.  As Jesus taught the 
Pharisees on another occasion, it’s good to follow the details of God’s laws, but woe 
to those who allow their particular interpretation of those details to displace the 
weightier matters of justice and the love of God (see Luke 11:42).
