MISSIONARIES 

 
Once when I was living in China, my American co-worker, Kyle Carter, and I accompanied two of our 
male students, who went by the English names Jet and Handy, to their small home village.  On the first 
morning after our arrival, Kyle and I came downstairs to enter the parlor of the house, and were greeted 
with a surprise.  About twenty of the local people were crowded in the front room: men, women, and 
children.  Some were poking their heads in the front door.  Jet 
told us that we were the first foreigners to ever come to the 
village.  All those folks had come just to get a glimpse of us. 
 I was reminded of this  
recently while reading through the book of Mark.  Notice in 
the first  
several chapters how Jesus’ reputation preceded him every-
where he went, and the people flocked to him in droves 
(1:28,33; 2:1-2, 13; 3:7-10, 20; 4:1, etc).  Why did the 

crowds push so strongly to get close to him?  He was a healer who spoke with authority.  These two 
things went hand in hand.  In fact, Jesus’ message and his actions can hardly be separated.  It seems 
that many people recognize that his healings gave credibility to his verbal teachings.  But what is less 
often recognized is that, in many ways, his healings were the message.  Jesus knew that his actions and 
his words were fully enmeshed (1:38-39; 2:1-12, 17; 5:19).  Through both his speech and his touch, 
Jesus brought healing to the world.  His  
integrated approach was the impetus for his first disciples (3:14-15; 6:6-7, 12), as well as us, to do the 
same. 
 I wonder what today’s disciples ought to be doing and saying in order to elicit the same  
response from the crowds.  Are we bringing both truth and wholeness to the world in such a way that 
people long just to catch a glimpse of what’s going on?

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 For there are three that testify:  the Spirit, the water and the blood;  
  and the three are in agreement.                                         1John 5:7-8 
 
  I loved watching Matlock on TV.  Every time, even though it seemed that the  
prosecution had them dead to rights, Matlock would pull a rabbit out of the hat: a new piece of 
evidence, something in the crime scene photos the police missed, or a key witness that would 
bring the case to a happy conclusion. 
 In the 60’s there was a group of people who were crying “God is dead.”  In our  
current society there are many who are saying that Jesus Christ wasn’t really God at all (we’ll 
call it the Divinci Code mantra).  Oddly, in the first and second centuries it was people  
questioning whether the Son of God had actually ever been a human being!  While today they 
are saying a good man walked this earth, then they were saying the Spirit of God appeared 
before them, but He was never an actual person.  Is it important that Jesus was in fact a man?  
Yes!  Was a human being named Jesus Christ of Nazareth nailed to a cross and really died?  
John’s answer is an unequivocal: YES! 
 John speaks of the witnesses that prove the humanity of Jesus.  The water is a witness, 
speaking to the baptism of Jesus by His cousin John in the Jordan River.  The blood is a     
witness, the man, Jesus Christ, was indeed crucified by the Romans after they were incited   
by the Jewish leaders.  And then the Spirit is a witness.  The Holy Spirit testified about Christ 
many times throughout His life and the Spirit continues to testify about Him through the 
Word. 
 It does not matter whether the issue is Jesus’ humanity, His deity, His sinless  
perfection, or His resurrection; according to John there are many witnesses, both earthly and 
heavenly, that confirm the truth about Him.  And we join with the apostle in believing that 
Jesus is the Christ (1John 5:1). 
 Al Michaels had that great line at the end of the U.S. vs. Russia hockey match in 
1980, “Do you believe in miracles?”  Now some may be uncomfortable calling it  
miraculous, but I see the miraculous hand of God in our children’s efforts on behalf of the 
Stewardship Campaign.  Our children raised over $600 toward paying off the building!  I 
thank God for the parents and teachers who worked with them.  And I thank God for our chil-
dren’s     efforts to be a part of the Lord’s work.  Seeing others led and emboldened by God to 
go  where they could never have taken themselves, now that’s miraculous! ����������	
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
