 Our culture is saturated with competition.  This is a natural outgrowth of our free-market economy style of think-
ing.  It’s also a predictable consequence of the Darwinian maxim “survival of the fittest.”  If someone can defeat another, 
(whether in a race, a game, a business, or otherwise) it is accepted as a clear sign of their superiority. 
 
  Not that competitive thinking or behavior is restricted to modern America, not by 
a long shot.  Before his resurrection, even Jesus’ own disciples considered him a failed 
Messiah because it seemed he had been defeated by his adversaries.  In our context, 
too, competitive strategy and the assumptions that go along with it has held great in-
fluence, even among Christians.  Some consider a greater attendance, a nicer meeting 
facility, or an increased budget to be sure signs of success, good strategy, spiritual 
well-being, or even God’s own blessing. 
 
  But within Jesus’ own culture of domination, he spoke these words to his dis-
ciples, which resonate greatly in our culture as well: “ Not so with you.  Instead, who-
ever wants to become great among you must be your servant, and whoever wants to 
be first must be your slave – just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to 
serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.”  (Matthew 20:26-28) 
 
  Later, the apostle Paul would write to the Roman churches, and in one small 
but significant phrase, would advise Christians on exactly what kind of competition 
they should be involved in: “Outdo one another in showing honor.”  (Romans 12:10)

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   When I am afraid, I will trust in You.    
       Psalm 56:3 
 
  Faith is tested most severely in those dark hours of trial—when human reasoning 
sheds no light on the solution to our plight.  A Christian said to another believer, “I am 
finding it terribly hard to trust God and I can’t sense His presence in the dark passage of 
my life.”  “Well,” replied the other, “if you can’t trust a man out of your sight, he isn’t 
worth much.  But you can surely trust God even when He is hidden in the shadows, for 
you have His promise that He will never leave you or forsake you.” (Heb. 13:5) 
 A man who loved the Lord was going through deep and discouraging trials and his 
confidence in God was near the breaking point.  One day he went for a walk in the or-
chard with his small son.  The boy wanted to climb an old apple tree, so his dad patiently 
stood below, watching as he went up from branch to branch.  Many of the old limbs were 
already dead, and some began to break under the boy’s weight.  Seeing his son in trouble, 
the man held up his arms and called out, “Jump, Buddy, I’ll catch you.”  The boy still 
hung on.  As another branch snapped, Buddy said, “Shall I let go of everything, Daddy?”  
“Yes,” was his father’s reassuring reply.  Without any hesitation, the boy released his grip 
and fell safely into his father’s arms.  Later the man said, “That incident spoke to my 
heart.  It was God speaking directly to me!  I knew what the Lord was trying to teach me.  
From that moment, I determined to trust in Him completely, and praise be to God, He  
supplied exactly what I needed.” 
 In this time of determining stewardship and sacrifice, perhaps the first priority is 
not to examine our bank account but instead to examine our heart.  For the real victory 
will not be found in us reaching a goal, but in God’s children learning to completely let 
go…and land safely in His mighty arms.
