MISSIONARIES 

Show Us The Father 
 

 John 14:8-9 – Philip said to Him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is enough for us.”  Jesus said to him, “Have I been so long with you, 
and yet you have not come to know Me, Philip?  He who has seen me has seen the Father; how do you say, ‘Show us the Father’?”  

 

 Faith is a difficult concept for us.  It involves trusting in someone/something we have not fully experienced.  The Hebrew writer says faith 
is a conviction of things not seen (Heb. 11:1).   Often we wish we could only see Jesus, talk to Him, 
walk with Him, see His miracles, hear His teachings, then we would cease to question.  But, I won-
der if that’s really true.  Philip had all the advantages that we long for, yet he wanted more, he 
wanted to see the Father.  Jesus assures him that he has seen the Father, simply be being the pres-
ence of Jesus. 
 
 Many times in scripture people have asked for more evidence and God has obliged.  Moses 
sought for a sign in case the people didn’t believe him and God gave him a sign of his staff be-
coming a snake and his hand becoming leprous (Ex. 4:1-8).  Gideon, on the cusp of going to war 
with the Midianites asked God twice for a sign concerning the fleece (Judges 6:36-40) and God 
provided. 
 
 On the other hand, God warns us about seeking signs to establish our faith.  The Pharisees, on two 
different occasions, asked Jesus for a sign and were refused (Matt. 12:38-40; Matt. 16:1-4).  On 
both of these occasions Jesus declares that an evil and adulterous generation seeks after a sign.  
God doesn’t want our faith to be based on things that we can observe and explain, trusting in our 
own experience.  Jesus tells Thomas that those who haven’t seen the holes in His hands and yet 
believe are more blessed (John 20:29). 
 
 Jesus tells Philip to observe the teachings and works that Jesus performs and that will be enough.  
Through those Philip can see the Father.  Shouldn’t that be enough for us as well.  John recorded 
his gospel so that we could see Jesus’ life, hear His teachings and believe (John 20:30-31).  Let’s 
not be a generation that’s always looking for a sign, some evidence for our faith beyond what God 
has provided.  Instead, we should find fulfillment in the record that God has left us concerning His 
Son.

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   Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as  
      living sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God—this is your spiritual act of worship. 
       Romans 12:1 
 
  Genuine thankfulness longs to express itself with more than just words.  It 
prompts us to give something in return for what we have received—not as payment or 
quid pro quo—but as gratitude for the gift. 
 The Chagga people of Kilimanjaro, East Africa, have a custom that speaks to 
this truth.  The Tengborn’s were missionaries living among these people.  One day 
Mr. Tengborn was driving home from town and saw a man who was walking with 
great difficulty.  He was clearly ill and was coming from a visit to the medical clinic.  
The missionary gladly picked him up and gave him a ride home.  Several days later, 
the man came to the Tengborn’s door.  As Mrs. Tengborn opened it, she saw behind 
the man a girl with a bunch of bananas.  The man, referring to the missionary’s kind-
ness in giving him a ride when he was ill, had come to say “thank you” by bringing 
the bananas as a gift. 
 Christ loved us and gave himself up for us (Ephesians 5:2).  God chose us, for 
he chose us in him before the creation of the world to be holy and blameless in his 
sight.  In love he predestined us to be adopted as his sons through Jesus Christ 
(Ephesians 1:4-5).  We pray, we study, we come together and offer worship…but still 
a deeper response of thanksgiving cries out for expression.  Paul urges the Ephesians 
to avoid immorality, impurity, or greed; and then later he urges them to submit to one 
another in love.  Sadly, religion has whittled these down to the list of commands…the 
do’s and don’ts for the Christian…the “we do this so God will do that” list.  But Paul 
is showing us the “bananas,” the way that we can show our gratitude for what the Lord 
has done for us.  They are the windows that Scripture opens up for us to say thank you 
to our God for His unfailing love and mercy that He extends to us.  In gratitude for 
God’s great salvation, Paul tells the Romans, we are to yield our bodies to the Holy 
Spirit’s control instead of our worldly inclinations, giving freely because we have 
been freely given. ����������
