   CELIBACY   

 
   Celibacy is supposed to be a matter of personal choice.  The apostle Paul chose to be single.  He wrote," For I wish that all men 
were even as myself” (1 Cor. 7:7)   Yet, he understood that this was not a wise thing for some.  It is not the general  nature of man.  
He wrote,” Nevertheless, because of sexual immorality, let each man have his own wife, and let each woman have her own husband.” 
(7:2)   
   When God created Adam and Eve, He said, “It is not good that man should be alone; I will 
make him a helper comparable to him.” (Gen. 2:18)  Therefore, “He made…a woman, and 
brought her to the man.” (2:22). 
   The Hebrew writer declared, “Marriage is honorable among all, and the bed undefiled, but 
fornicators (sex not involving someone married) and adultery (sex involving someone who is 
married) God will judge.” (13.4)   In Galatians 9:19, Paul declared that adultery and fornica-
tion are works of the flesh.   He wrote that such “will not inherit the Kingdom of God.”   
(v. 21) 
   Celibacy forced upon men and women by a religion puts them into an unnatural way of life.  
It leads to sexual immorality (Paul declares in 1 Cor. 7:2).  Personal observation also shows 
this to be true.  Newspaper articles and TV reports recently have given us much information 
about sexual immorality among Catholic priests.   What the Vatican (Catholic headquarters) 
orders is that priests and nuns are to be single.  A study of Catholic history shows that sexual 
immorality among priests and nuns is nothing new.  It has been going on for centuries.  The 
Catholic church has forced upon these people an unnatural way of life.   This leads to sexual 
sins (1 Cor. 7:12) 
   James E. Smith has written, “Loose theology often accompanied by loose morality.”   The 
forcing of celibacy upon priests and nuns is one example of this.   
   We all need in the above and other things to “Hear the word of the Lord.” (Jer. 29:20) The 
scriptures declare “He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.”   
(Rev. 2:11, 17, 29; 3:6, 13, 22)

     Speaking of baseball…many people don’t realize what the seventh inning stretch is all about. Well, 
let me take a whack at it.
