 I hate to be on a losing team.  I suppose it comes from too many years of  
experience.  My high school years our teams were basically always in last place, 
then I went to Florida State (sounds promising) and the football team won one  
game in two years!

 You have to know that the children of Israel must have felt that way after 
Babylon swept into Jerusalem in 586B.C. and hauled them away as captives.
