HOPE IN PERSECUTION 
  

 In July of AD 64, a great fire swept across the city of Rome.  It was believed by most that the current emperor Nero was responsible for 
the arson.  But Nero diverted attention to another scapegoat and blamed the Christians for the fire.  The followers of Christ were already held un-
der popular suspicion because of their “strange” belief in the resurrection and deity of a condemned criminal.  However, this was the first outbreak 
of officially sanctioned persecution against the church.  An early Christian historian, Sulipicius Severus, describes the persecution: 

 …the cruelest tortures were accordingly inflicted upon the innocent.  Nay, even new kinds of 
death were invented, so that, being covered in the skins of wild beasts, they perished by being de-
voured by dogs, while many were crucified, or slain by fire, and not a few were set apart for this 
purpose, that, when the day came to a close, they should be consumed to serve for light during the 
night… Afterwards, too, their religion was prohibited by laws which were enacted; and by edicts 
openly set forth it was proclaimed unlawful to be a Christian. 

 This terrible persecution spread from Rome to other parts of the Roman Empire.  And this is 
the background of the first letter of the apostle Peter, himself a witness of Christ’s sufferings (5:1), as he 
writes to Christians who are spread throughout Asia Minor, feeling the pressures of persecution.  Under-
standing the historical situation, we are immediately impressed by Peter’s radical reinterpretation of 
suffering in light of the resurrection, and we are encouraged to stand firm in our hope in Christ: 

 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ!  By his great mercy he has 
given us a new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, and 
into an inheritance that is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you, who are 
being protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last 
time. 

In this you rejoice, even if now for a little while you have had to suffer various trials, so that the 
genuineness of your faith—being more precious than gold that, though perishable, is tested by 
fire—may be found to result in praise and glory and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed.  Although 
you have not seen him, you love him; and even though you do not see him now, you believe in him 
and rejoice with an indescribable and glorious joy, for you are receiving the outcome of your faith, 
the salvation of your souls.

� Years ago a preacher and his wife were returning to Grand Rapids after a long 
day of ministry in a small country church where he was laboring as a student  
minister.  It was late at night and very cold.  Suddenly the beams from his headlights 
shone on a woman desperately waving her arms for help.  The young minister said to 
his wife, “Somebody else will come along.”  Their young son was asleep on the back 
seat (yes, this is before child safety seats!) and the young man had to be in class at 8 
the next morning.  Besides, he thought, maybe it was a trap.  But his conscience  
continued to prod him and he stopped the car.  To their amazement, the woman took 
them to her car where they found four unconscious children, overcome by fumes 
from a faulty muffler.  They quickly loaded them all into their car and headed to a 
nearby hospital.  Thankfully, they all recovered. 
 Now I know what you might be thinking…Nathan, it isn’t safe to stop on the 
highway these days.  But that isn’t the heart of this tale.  There are so many pressing 
needs…opportunities to be Jesus…that go unmet.  The elderly couple, no longer able 
to drive, who say they haven’t been to church in weeks because no one has offered to 
take them.  Or the lady who lives alone, suffering with illness that makes getting out 
so difficult who wishes somebody would take her to the grocery store.  But then, I 
find myself thinking, “Why isn’t somebody meeting these needs?”  Then I think 
about the preacher on that road and realize I am the one hoping someone else will 
come along. 
 The Hebrew writer offers the solution to the problem.  As the people of the 
Lord, we are to stir up one another to show love through good deeds.  But note that it 
isn’t first by simply calling on others to act…but first by acting ourselves as a good 
example to follow.  God placed us here together; to lead by doing, to show our love 
by action, to challenge one another to be more and more like our Savior.  We are all 
in this together, let’s all choose to be that somebody else who does it! 
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
