In July of AD 64, a great fire swept across ttg of Rome. It was believed by most that the auresmperor Nero was responsible for
the arson. But Nero diverted attention to anofitapegoat and blamed the Christians for the fittee followers of Christ were already held un-
der popular suspicion because of their “strangdiébim the resurrection and deity of a condemnenhinal. However, this was the first outbreak
of officially sanctioned persecution against tharch. An early Christian historian, Sulipicius 8ews, describes the persecution:

...thecruelest tortures were accordingly inflicted upbie innocent. Nay, even new kinds of
death were invented, so that, being covered irskimes of wild beasts, they perished by being d
voured by dogs, while many were crucified, or skayrfire, and not a few were set apart for this
purpose, that, when the day came to a close, theyld be consumed to serve for light during t Sunday, May 23, 2010
night... Afterwards, too, their religion was prohadit by laws which were enacted; and by edic
openly set forth it was proclaimed unlawful to bE€laristian.

This terrible persecution spread from Rome to rofiaets of the Roman Empire. And this i
