� Many of us are diligent in going to the Lord with our petitions in prayer, 
asking for things that we need, but we too often neglect to give due time to 
thankful praise.  When we look at the psalmists, we see an overwhelming  
desire to simply praise the Lord.  It is when we express gratitude even in times 
of trouble that our thankfulness can turn potential defeat into glorious victory. 
 In the book Their Finest Hour by Charles Ludwig there is this story: 
Charles Tindley, a poverty-stricken black preacher, stood at desperation  
corner.  He was serving a tiny, struggling church in Cape May, New Jersey, 
when a blizzard swept down, paralyzing the town.  A day goes by, then two.  
During the night their infant child dies.  The dawn brought no sign of relief.  
There was nothing but stale bread for breakfast.  “Set the table like we always 
do,” he urged his wife.  Courageously he thanked God for his salvation, his 
health, and his children.  As the family listened in wonder, someone knocked 
on the door.  A brother in Christ entered with his arms loaded with groceries.  
The storm had delayed his coming.  Charles Tindley had passed a sore test of 
faith by remaining grateful under the darkest of circumstances.  This ex-slave 
went on to preach in Philadelphia in a church that reached thousands, including 
a grandson of the man who once owned him.  
 Is it possible that the reason we struggle and lose our confidence is not 
spending time, in faith, offering prayerful thanksgiving to the Lord?  Read 
David in the psalms.  Then, whatever your situation, develop a spirit of  
gratitude to the Lord.  In good times and bad, give thankful praise.
