The Word Became Flesh 
 

 “And the Word became flesh, and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory,  
glory as of the only begotten from the Father, full of grace and truth” –  John 1:14 

 
 It confounds me to imagine the enormity of God humbling Himself, and somehow fitting into 
the stature of man.  But when Jesus took on flesh and dwelled among man, this was exactly 
what He did.  In doing so, the world experienced a unique opportunity to witness the personal-
ity and reality of God. 
 
 John says that when Jesus became flesh, we beheld His glory.  This is not man’s glory, but 
God’s glory.  Jesus in fact gave us a visualization of the Father.  Philip asked Jesus to show us 
the Father (John 14:8) and Jesus replied that seeing Him, was seeing the Father.  John  
describes Jesus as “the Word” because Jesus was the manifestation of the communication of 
God.  Jesus indeed brought the Father’s message to a dying world. 
 
 This message of God also confounds me.  It’s amazing that the will of God can be  
encapsulated in human language.  Yet the Bible writers are convinced that God has revealed 
Himself in this Word.  Jesus promised the apostles that the Holy Spirit would guide them into 
“all truth” (John 16:13) and teach them “all things” (John 14:26).  The Spirit is able to do this 
because the Spirit of God knows the thoughts of God (1 Cor. 2:11).  God chose the written 
word, as feeble as it may be, to communicate, not only His will, but His character and nature.  
To sit, and hold in my hand, the nature of God revealed, is an amazing blessing.  Is it any 
wonder that James 1:21 states that we must come to the Word humbly?  Let’s not forget that 
the scriptures are the venue through which God has chosen to reveal Himself, and we should 
hold them in the highest respect.

� When we die to self and are made alive in Christ Jesus, our Lord and Savior, 
we long to express our faith through some act of love.  The apostle Paul told the Ga-
latians: You, my brothers, were called to be free.  But do not use your freedom to in-
dulge the sinful nature; rather, serve one another in love. Gal 5:13.  We do more 
than say we believe, we demonstrate what we believe by what we do.  The genuine-
ness of our faith is proven out in our works. 
 There is a story in the life of John Wesley that illustrates this.  An associate of 
Wesley, Samuel Bradburn, was highly respected by his friends and used by God as an 
effective preacher.  On one occasion he was in serious financial need.  When Wesley 
learned of his plight he sent him a five-pound note with the following letter: “Dear 
Sammy, ‘Trust in the Lord, and do good; so will you dwell in the land, and you will 
be fed.’  Yours affectionately, John Wesley.”  Bradburn’s reply was prompt.  “Dear 
Sir; I have often been struck with the beauty of the passage of Scripture quoted in 
your letter, but I must confess that I never saw it used in such a practical fashion be-
fore.” 
 Someone once said: Pious talk cannot take the place of downright helpfulness.  
I believe this to be especially true in the matters of faith and love.  To profess Jesus 
Christ as Lord and ignore the needs of others makes no sense.  As God has poured 
out His love into our hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has given us (Rom 5:5) in 
the transforming power of that love we are compelled to act in love toward another.  
Let us spend every day, not just celebrating the love we have received, but thanking 
God for the opportunities He affords us to express that love and act on them.
