MISSIONARIES 

 The Angel of the Lord 
 
 The phrase “angel of the Lord” occurs 68 times in the Bible, mostly in the Old Testament.  This angel is an active part of the history 
of the Old Testament.  It was the angel of the Lord that appeared to Hagar, telling her to return to Abram, and promising to make her 
descendants numerous (Gen. 16:7-13).  He appeared to Moses in the burning bush at Horeb (Ex. 3:2).  He stood in the path of Baalam 
on his way to Moab (Num. 22:22-41).  He called Gideon (Jud. 6) and Sampson (Jud. 13) to judge Israel.  He struck down 185,000 
Assyrians in the days of Hezekiah (2 Kings 19:35). 
 
With such a commanding presence through history, we might eagerly ask who this angel is.  
The answer is both exciting and encouraging.  
 
It is quickly seen that the angel of the Lord (or angel of God) is in fact deity.  Hagar confesses 
“Thou art a God who sees” (Gen. 16:13).  He said to Jacob, “I am the God of Bethel” (Gen. 
31:13).  He declares His name as Jehovah to Moses (Ex. 3:14).  After Manoah and his wife 
had an encounter with the angel of the Lord, they declared “we have seen God” (Jud. 13:22). 
 
Further, we might be so bold as to say that not only is the angel of the Lord deity, but he is in 
fact, the pre-incarnate Jesus.  It is only natural for the “Word” of God (John 1:1-3) to commu-
nicate the message of God throughout history, not just in the New Testament.  It was the angel 
of God that went before the people in the wilderness (Ex. 14:19), yet Paul declares it was 
Christ who was with them (1 Cor. 10:4).  The angel of the Lord declares himself as the I Am 
(Ex. 3:2, 14), while Jesus also referred to Himself as the “I Am” (John 8:57-59).   
 
It is encouraging to see Jesus as an active part of the redemption of man long before the cross.  
He wasn’t sitting on the sidelines waiting for His time to come, we see Him throughout the 
pages of the Old Testament working with Israel to set the stage for the cross.
