How Valuable Are You? 
 
 Where does your value come from? Is it your looks, your accomplishments or does it come from the ones closest to you? If any of these are the 
source of your self-worth, keep in mind that all these are like shifting sands. Your unchangeable value comes from your Owner.  Circumstances are 
changing and people in our lives change, some of them are in our lives only to help us reach the next level and then they leave but some stay for 
the rest of our days. 
 
Where should our value come from? Can we let what people say about us determine our self worth? If we listen to the ones that praise us are we 
more valuable? If we listen to the enemies, are we less valuable? Or maybe a mid way between these two 
groups should be something we ought to consider as an accurate evaluation of our capacities?

What if you took this bill and step on 
it? Now it is dirty and wrinkled, do you still want it? Of course you do! 
 
See, the same way, our enemy Satan wants to sell us the lie of being worthless if we did this or the 
other, if we have that or the other, if we achieved certain levels or not, but our real value does not come 
from what we have or don’t have, from what people say about us, but it comes from our Owner, from our 
God who gave us that value in the first place! 
 
We are God’s children, His most prized possession, His treasure here on Earth and He paid a huge 
price to get us out of the deceiving life of sin! Jesus Christ, God’s Son….   When we taste the love of 
God, it is like a drug, we want more and more of it! We want more and more of His presence and of what 
He has for us: peace that passes human understanding, comfort in trials, power to love - including ene-
mies and the ones that hurt us…  These days evil affects us all one way or the other but with God, we 
can overcome every bad thing and situation and we are more than conquerors through the One Who is 
in charge of the Universe! God gave Jesus all the power in Heaven and Earth and He promised to be 
with us till the end of the days! 
 
Therefore don’t let anything or anybody else tell your value- your value is given by God so it is His opin-
ion of you that you have to be interested in!

 In the United States of America, we consider it our obligation to    
carefully consider the lives of those who would lead us.  We want to know    
if they are worthy of leading?  We ask if they truly care for the welfare of   
the people?  We examine, we cross-examine, and we then declare our answer 
at the ballot box.  But I wonder how diligent are we as children of God, at 
searching for the qualities of God to put into our own lives that would allow 
the Lord to raise us up as shepherds? 
 Jeremiah recorded the words of the Lord: Then I will give you shep-
herds after my own heart, who will lead you with knowledge and understand-
ing.  Jeremiah 3:15.  The Lord offered two important truths here—that He 
would provide shepherds after His own heart, and that they would lead with 
knowledge and understanding.  By allowing our hearts to be turned toward 
the ideal of the Father and then living and acting in ways that are pleasing to 
Him, we then can become more capable of giving ourselves over to the care 
of others.  The shepherds that God provided Israel had proven that they were 
after His own heart by their love and concern of others.

 Leading with knowledge and understanding says that I am not the  
one leading, but that, like Paul, it is no longer I, but Christ that lives in me.

I spend time learning the difficulties others are facing, not from any 
desire to “lord it over,” but in order to offer the full measure of Christ-like 
care.  This is not just a lesson to elders.  This is a truth for every believer.
