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 My son, if your heart is wise,  
        then my heart will be glad;   Proverbs 23:15 
  
  Sometimes Christian parents are lenient with their children because they 
want to avoid an angry confrontation.  Or perhaps they are afraid that being too 
firm will drive their youngsters away from not only home, but their Lord as well.  
Last Wednesday evening in Mt Home, I talked about the need for a strong, loving 
home.  I believe that, despite what the modern sociologists might be saying, 
young people are happier and more secure when dad and mom take a strong stand 
and hold them responsible for their behavior. 
 A New Zealand publication called The Reaper contained some interesting   
advice to moms and dads written by teenagers in jail.  Here is some of what they 
said: 1. Keep cool; don’t lose your temper in the crunch.  Kids need the reassur-
ance that comes from controlled responses.  2. Don’t get strung out on booze or 
pills.  We lose respect for parents who tell us to behave one way while they are 
behaving the other.  3. Bug us a little; be strict and consistent in giving out       
discipline.  4. Don’t blow your class; keep the dignity of parenthood.  5. Light a 
candle; show us the way.  6. Be strong.  Don’t be afraid of us.  If you catch us  
lying, stealing, or being cruel, get tough.  When we need punishment, dish it out.  
But then let us know that you still love us.  7. Call our bluff; make it clear that 
you mean what you say.  If you collapse, we will know we beat you down and   
we will not be happy about the “victory.”  8. Be honest with us.  Tell the truth no 
matter what.  Be straight about it. 
 Mom and Dad, your teenage son or daughter may not like to admit it (I 
would dare say it is highly unlikely that they will come anywhere close to admit-
ting it!), but they do want you to be firm, fair, strong, and exemplary.  As our 
heavenly  Father is toward us—always loving, and sometimes that love takes its 
form in  discipline—we can be toward our children. ����������
